We take this achievement to even greater heights with awards for each wrestler
who wins each weight class.

Be sure to thank the companies that help us make this happen; FLO Wrestling, Nearfall, Wrestling USA and World of
Wrestling. These people promote wrestling and your kids.

The following is a schedule of how the points are awarded for the World Series of Wrestling events to determine the
2025 All Star Team.

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Dear Parents,

Have you ever sat in the stands and watched how foolish some parent/coaches act during a wrestling match? How can they treat that
child that way? How can they set an example of such poor sportsmanship in front of all these kids? Screaming at him and treating him like a
dog is just another form of Child abuse! I wish someone would grab him and shake him the next time he has a bad day . . .

Have you ever thought or made some comments similar to these before? It's no secret that kids imitate their parents. In addition, they
absorb the attitudes that they think lie behind their parents' actions. Just as you don't want him to embarrass you, don't embarrass him.

How can you expect your son to develop a healthy perspective about competing and winning if you display an unhealthy one? Remember -
Kids Wrestling is supposed to be for fun and fundamentals. Winning will in time take care of itself.

Some parents seem to think that the principles of child rearing do not apply when their son is participating in sports. Of course, this is
false. Just as your son's home, school, and church environment affect the type of person he will be, so does his sport environment. Remember
this:

If you son lives with criticism, be learns to condemn.

If your son lives with bostility, he learns to fight.

If you son lives with fear, be learns to be apprebensive.

If your son lives with encouragement, be learns to be confident.
If your son lives with praise, be learns to like himself.

If your son lives with recognition, he learns to have a goal.

If your son lives with honesty, be learns what trust is.

In my years associated with wrestling, I've served as an officer of our club, coach, Northeast Regional Director, TJWA President, State
Tournament Director, Tulsa Nationals Director, State President and parent. The latter is by far the hardest... The parent must swallow bis
pride when his son is humbled by a loss. The pain and disappointment is sometimes unbearable. I'm convinced when our own son is involved,
we have to learn all those "great qualities” all over again. This sport offers qualities such as sportsmanship, bumility, character, self-confidence
and self dependence.

I challenge each of you to remember that when your son wins, be really doesn't need you. It's when he loses that be needs the bug and the
words of encouragement.

Through all the years of campaigns such as the wars against fair weight and age classes, six and under division, regional boundary
alignments, birth certificates, child abuse and weight pulling, none have been greater than that of sportsmanship because, believe me, little
Jobnny is following in your footsteps.
